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ZK-SK LESSON: Goodbye — For Now

INTRO

Parents say to your kid(s) - Last week, we looked at the clouds as we learned about
Jesus' return to heaven. This week we are going to read our story again and do a craft
together!

LESSON - GOODBYE — FOR NOW

One of the most important ways we get to disciple kids is by teaching God'’s Word
and how it points to Jesus. Our preschoolers are going through the God Loves Me
Storybooks. These books tell the story of Scripture over 12 books, one for each month
of the year. For one month kids hear and interact with the same story so that they
can learn it welll Each week there is a different activity for the story.

Read the Story: Coodbye — For Now

Craft - Supplies: Blue plastic cup, string, paper, colored pencils or crayons, scissors,
tape
Draw a small picture of Jesus and color Him in.
Cut the picture of Jesus out.
Tape one end of the string to the back of your picture of
Jesus.
Use your remaining paper to draw clouds and cut them
out. Tape the clouds to the outside of your cup (the open
part of the cup will be down when the craft is done). Save
one cloud and write “Jesus Lives” on it.
Use scissors to create a hole in the center of the bottom
of the cup and insert the other end of your string
through the hole so that the end of the string Jesus is
attached to hangs out of the open part of the cup.
Tape the cloud you set aside to the unused end of the
string.
Now you can have Jesus rise into the clouds by pulling
on the end of the string that says “Jesus Lives”.

Say - Jesus' friends watched Him return to heaven by rising into the clouds. We can
use this craft to remember even though Jesus is in heaven, He is always with us, just
like He told His followers He would always be with them.

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RESPONSE

Parents say to your kid(s) - It's good to respond to learning about Jesus in the Bible.

BONUS ACTIVITIES

Copy Dance - This is a fun and silly game to get some energy out! Choose some fun
music to listen to and pick one person to be “it". That person starts dancing and
everyone else copies their dance moves. Change who is “it” with each song.

Animal Charades - Pick one person to be the actor. They will stand in front of
everyone and pretend to be an animal while everyone else guesses what kind of
animal they are. Once the animal has been guessed correctly, the next person takes
a turn pretending to be a new animal.
